o | ater, editors followed the Greek
pattern and separated Samuel and
Kings into 1 & 2 Samuel and
1 & 2 Kings



Time & Scope of Events

» Covers the time of David's reign
(1055-1015 BC)

» Parallel history in 1 Chronicles 11-29

» Under David Israel became a military
power that was able to throw off the
yoke of the Philistines and
Canaanites, becoming the dominate
power In the area
