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Time Frame

* Prior to Jeremiah, Isaiah predicted
Israel's defeat by Assyria—722 BC
(Isaiah 28) and Judah's defeat by
Babylon—the destruction of Jerusalem in

586 BC (Isaiah 39)

» Jeremiah served as prophet ~627 BC
until at least 586 BC (Jer. 1:1-3) and
possibly until ~562 BC (based on chs.
40-44 and 52—Jehoiachin's release)



Historical Highlights

“Jeremiah lived about a hundred
years after Isaiah. Isaiah had saved
Jerusalem from Assyria. Jeremiah
tried to save it from Babylon, but
failed.”
