● To correct mistakes concerning Christ's coming
in order to strengthen them (2:1-5; 3:6-15)

● To urge them to devotion to the Lord

● Righteous (2 times)

– right, upright; “in the NT this refers to God's
proper standards and actions, expressed in the
covenants; as a noun it refers to a person in
accord with God's standards, in proper
relationship with God” (Mounce)

– 1:5-6 
● Unrighteous(ness) (2 times)

– wickedness, evil, wrongdoing, injustice,
falsehood, deceitfulness

● Encouragement/encourage, urge (παράκλησις,

paraklesis, 1 time; παρακαλέω, parakaleo, 2 times)

– encouragement, comfort, consolation, appeal
